Ordinance Amendment offered by Supervisors of the Resolutions & 5 
Ordinances/Legislative Committee 6

 Whereas, the economic state of Oneida County has necessitated the 8 
consolidation of County services; and 9 
 Whereas, combination of committees is a way for Oneida County to save money 10 
and reduce taxes; and  11 
 Whereas, certain committees can be combined given the similarity of certain 12 
departments along with the similarity in committee policy-making role for those same 13 
departments.   14 
 NOW, THEREFORE, THE ONEIDA COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS 15 
DOES ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 16 

Section 1.  Any existing ordinances, codes, resolutions, or portions thereof in 17 
conflict with this ordinance shall be and hereby are repealed as far as any conflict exists. 18 

Section 2.  This ordinance shall take effect the day after passage and publication 19 
as required by law. 20 

Section 3.  If any claims, provisions or portions of this ordinance are adjudged 21 
unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, the  22 
remainder of this ordinance shall not be affected thereby. 23 
 Section 4. Sections 1.02, 2.30, 2.35, 2.52, 2.58, 6.01, 6.02, 6.03, 6.05, 6.07 and 24 
12.04 of the General Code of Oneida County, Wisconsin, are amended as follows 25

(1) APPOINTED. 46 
(a) Enumerated. (Am. #62-93; #44-94; #29-2000; #31-2000; #4-2007) The following 47 
standing committees shall be appointed by the Chair at the organizational meeting of the 48 
Board in the year she/he is elected and shall consist of the number of members listed 49 
herein. The Chair may appoint a Committee on Committees to assist him/her. All 50 
appointed committee members shall serve 2-year terms and be County Board 51 
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supervisors, except where State law provides for other non-Board members, all State 52 
mandated non-County Board members will be selected using the process set out in 53 
paragraph (3) below: 54

2.52  LAW ENFORCEMENT AND JUDICIARY PUBLIC SAFETY  COMMITTEE.  65

(1) COMPOSITION AND APPOINTMENT. This Committee shall consist of five 68 
members appointed by the County Board Chair whose duties shall also include those in 69 
section 6.01(2)(b) of this code. 70

(2) POWERS AND DUTIES. 72 
 73 
(a) Approve the bills and expenses of the Sheriff's and Emergency Management  74 
Departments and offices of District Attorney, Medical Examiner, Clerk of Court, 75 
Corporation Counsel, Circuit Court, Family Court Commissioner and Register in Probate. 76 
(b) Assist in the preparation of the annual budget for the Sheriff's  and Emergency 77 
Management Departments and offices of District Attorney, Medical Examiner, Clerk of 78 
Court, Corporation Counsel and Circuit Court. 79 
(c) Make purchases for the Sheriff's  and Emergency Management Departments of 80 
other equipment and supplies not under the jurisdiction of the Buildings and Grounds 81 
Committee, where County Board approval is not necessary. 82

(1) HOW CONSTITUTED. See §6.01(2)(a) of this Code. 86 
(2) POWERS AND DUTIES. 87

(b) (d) Provide for Ambulance Services. 90 
(1)  1.The Committee shall negotiate contracts for the provision of County-wide 91 
ambulance service pursuant to the provisions of §11.10 of this Code. If the contracts are 92 
breached or private service cannot be continued, the Committee may provide for 93 
ambulance service for the County until the next County Board meeting. 94

(2)  2. The Committee shall buy and sell ambulance vehicles which shall be insured by 96 
the County and which the Committee may make available to the ambulance service 97 
provider. 98

(3)  3. The Committee shall purchase, install and maintain mobile radio units in the 100 
ambulance vehicles. 101

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2.58  COMMITTEES OF JURISDICTION, REPORTS. 103 
(1) DESIGNATION OF COMMITTEE OF JURISDICTION. The elected officials and 104 
department heads of the County shall report to the following committees of jurisdiction 105

 (2) COUNTY EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE.  144 
(a) How constituted. The County Emergency Management Committee shall consist of 5 145 
members appointed by the County Board Chairman. 146 
(b) Duties. The County Emergency Management  Committee shall be an advisory and 147 
planning body and shall advise the County Emergency Management Director and the 148 
County Board on all matters pertaining to emergency management. It shall meet upon 149 
call of the chairman. 150

(3) (2)  COUNTY-MUNICIPAL EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT DIRECTOR.  152 
(a) Appointment. The Director shall be nominated by the County Emergency 153 
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Management   Public Safety Committee, and then appointed by the County Board. The 154 
Director shall hold office at pleasure of the County Board. 155

1. As County Director, subject to the control and direction of the Emergency 160 
Management Public Safety Committee and under general supervision of the County 161

(5)  (4) JOINT ACTION. Whenever the County Emergency Management Public Safety 168

(8)  (7) EMERGENCY BIDDING AND HIRING 176 
 177 
(a). remains unchanged. 178

 (b) The County authorizes, with the formal written approval of the County Board 180 
Chairperson or designee, an expedited hiring process in order to bring into County 181 
service temporary employees and or independent contractors specifically to aid in the 182 
response and recovery for a County-declared disaster. In a formally declared County 183 
disaster, this provision of the ordinance supersedes existing County policy, resolution or 184 
ordinance in order to expedite the hiring and/or bidding process(es) only during the 185 
specifically declared event. If the County Board Chairperson is not available for 186 
approval, the First Vice-Chairperson of the County Board, the Second Vice-Chairperson 187 
of the County Board or  the Sheriff, in that sequence, may approve the implementation of 188 
this process. 189

Sections 6.02(1) remains unchanged 191

Section 6.02(2) Those authorized to make such a declaration include the Chairperson of 193 
the County Board, or, if the Chairperson of the County Board is not available, the First 194 
Vice Chairperson of the County Board, the Second Vice-Chairperson of the County 195 
Board or the Sheriff, in that sequence. 196

(3) Designation, status, qualifications and term of emergency interim successors. 204

(a)Succession of the county board chairman. Succession of the office of County Board 206 
Chairperson shall be in the following order: First Vice- Chairperson of the County Board, 207 
Second Vice-Chairman of the County Board, and one emergency interim successor to 208 
be named by the County Board Chairperson within 30 days of his/her taking office, such 209 
designation to be confirmed by the County Board. 210

The license may be revoked by the County Clerk, after consulting 238 
with law enforcement officials and the Large Assembly   Public Safety Committee, at any 239 
time if any of the conditions necessary for the issuing of or contained in the license are 240 
not complied with, or if any condition previously met ceases to be complied with. 241
