WHEREAS, no comments were provided to the WDNR or Oneida County regarding the

 WHEREAS, Oneida County also received a letter from the Federal Emergency 
Management Agency (FEMA) dated November 16, 2012 requesting the County to adopt the 
updated FIRMs and incorporate updates into Chapter 20, Oneida County Floodplain Ordinance;

  WHEREAS, a Public Hearing was held on updates to Chapter 20 and adoption of the new 
FIRM’s and no written comments were received and no one appeared opposed to the revisions;

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Oneida County Board of Supervisors 
hereby accepts and approves Petition #1-2013 of Chapter 20, the Oneida County Floodplain 
Ordinance and ordains as follows:

1.3 STATEMENT OF PURPOSE

 (2) Minimize expenditures of public funds for flood control projects; 
 
 (3) Minimize rescue and relief efforts undertaken at the expense of the taxpayers; 
 
 (4) Minimize business interruptions and other economic disruptions; 
 
 (5) Minimize damage to public facilities in the floodplain; 
 
 (6) Minimize the occurrence of future flood blight areas in the floodplain; 
 
 (7) Discourage the victimization of unwary land and homebuyers; 
 

(8) Prevent increases in flood heights that could increase flood damage and result in conflicts 
between property owners; and 

 
(9) Discourage development in a floodplain if there is any practicable alternative to locate the 

activity, use or structure outside of the floodplain.

The 
standards of s.2.1 must be met and the flood carrying capacity of any altered or relocated 
watercourse shall be maintained.

(5) This agreement shall be for no more than one calendar year, at which time the agreement 
shall be reviewed and updated - by the officials identified in sub. (4) - to remain in
